Glow and Rise are from the 'Archimedes’ Bath' series of blue
neoprene sculptures (Sullivan + Strumpf Fine Art in 2007) which
were created from a public artwork commissioned for the Brisbane
Magistrates Court in 2005 titled Biur Between. When artists were
briefed for this commission they were told that those people who
were charged with a criminal offence were often in a very troubled
state. They could be angry and aggressive and could take out their
frustration on the public artworks sited throughout the building. |
took this into account when conceptualizing this artwork, envisaging
the creation of a stress ball — something that may smooth and calm
these troubled individuals.

Materiality is significant in the conceptual underpinnings of this
artwork. Neoprene provided the perfect solution. It is soft to touch
but also has direct links to the sea. It is used to fabricate wet suits,
which are often worn by people when encountering the ocean.
The ocean horizon line provided the focus for this work as a place
where the two essential elements of water and air meet. | have often
ventured to the sea’s edge to contemplate. Endlessness, eternity,
calmness and tranquillity are concepts imbued in this work.
