


Parpetual Limited is the trustee of the Helen Lempriere
Bequest, which presants The Helen Lempriere National
Sculpture Award. The Award was developed (o realise the
charitable aspirations of Keith Wood and Helen Lempriere.

Keith Wood was keen fo make a significant philanthropic
contributicn to the ans, and one thal would endure long
after be died. In the last years of his life he confermed with
mary artists about how his intended gt might best assist
the growth and development of artists’ talenis,

He discovared that, although there was a great deal

of philanthropic support for painters, there was very litthe
suppart for artists working in the field of arts and crafts.
He therafore stipulated in his will that an ant prize honouring
the memary of Helen Lempriere should be established to
support anists working in three-dimensional art forms.

At the discretion of Perpetual Limited, & program

1o achieve the purpose of the will was developed.

It was decided that the creation of The Hesen Lempriere
Mational Sculpture Award would honour the philanthropic
aspirations of Keith Wood and Helen Lempriare, while
creating new opportunities for artistic excellence

in Australian sculpture.

The Lempriere Award

The Lempriere Award presents the winning artist with
580,000 cash and a 535,000 development package.

Thia package component is intended to assist the
winning artisl with negotiating business and commercial
life and includes:

- 3 Deep Design: design services Lo assist with crealing
a fakio of pages (print or electronic) that prafessionally
represents his or her work for promotional purposes.
(Value $10,000)

= Bundanon residency: 4 week “Arlist in Residence”
placemeant at Bundanon, Arthur and Yvonne Boyd's
artistic cantra in NSW. Bundanan offers the artist the
opportunity to develop their own wark, interact with
other artisis and experience an artistic community.
{Value 55,000)

= n behaH of the winning artist, Perpetual Private Clients
will donate a S20.000 gift fund and future income
distributions to the Perpetual Foundation, for a charitable
organisation of the winner's choice. Through its gift
funds, the Parpetual Foundation supports Australian
charities in perpetuity.

The winning work becomes a part of the Lempriere
Coltection and is permanently sited in the Werribee Park
Sculpture Walk,

The winner
aof the Poputar Choice Award will be announced at the
conclusion of the exhibition.
